Procedure for Tri-Guard assembly:

Step 1: Draw a diagram to illustrate the size of panels needed for setup.

              I.e.  graph for a 20X40 ft. perimeter  
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Step 2:  Place panels squarely around the structure.

Step 3:  The panels are now ready to be secured in place using 5/16 X 2-inch bolts.   

              Use one man at each end of the panel to lift and line up holes with panel 

              and joiner (corner). Slide the bolt into place and hand tighten. Repeat at all

              joiners and/or corners.

   With the gate elevated, bolts can easily be put into place. Use of a gate base (opposite picture) to stabilize 

    joiners, holds the gate stationary and in the correct position.








    




Step 4:  Once all panels are completely assembled and in place, a ground check  

              is done to ensure the fence is level. If needed, adjustments can then 

              be done by raising or lowering the joiner/corner.
